Subject:

VFR Waypoints — Duplicate tabular listing in A/FD and on VFR Charts (Sectional, Terminal
Area, Flyway and Helicopter Charts

Background/Discussion:

VFR Waypoints were added to VFR Charts in 1999 and the legend was revised to “See
Airport/Facility Directory for latitude/longitude.”

The VFR Waypoint information was added to each A/FD. Information on the naming convention
and a caution note is provided along with the waypoint ident, collocated VFR Checkpoints, and
location is listed for each waypoint on every chart. (8 pages)

In 2001 the same information provided in the A/FD was then added to a tabular listing on each
VFR Chart. That information contains the haming convention and the caution note along with
the waypoint ident, collocated VFR Checkpoints, and locations found on that specific chart.

Recommendations:

Amend the legends found on the VFR Charts to refer users of VFR Waypoints to the tabular
listing found on that chart.

Remove the VFR Waypoint information from the A/FD (if no case is made to retain the
comprehensive listing of waypoints.)

Maintain updates to VFR Waypoint information in the A/FD Aeronautical Chart Bulletin between
VFR Chart publication dates.

Comments:

The need for a comprehensive VFR Waypoint listing within the A/FD supplement may no longer
exist with the inclusion of this information on each individual chart.

Stand-alone VFR Waypoints are
portrayed on VFR Charts using the same four-point star symbol currently used for Instrument Flight

Rules (IFR) Waypoints.

VFR Waypoints collocated with Visual Checkpoints (Visual Reporting Points) are portrayed with a
Checkpoint flag. The VFR Waypoint name is shown in parentheses adjacent to the Visual Checkpoint name.

VFR Waypoint names are not intended to be pronounceable and shall not be used in ATC Communications.
