Southern end of Nantasket Beach at offshore rocks, cross inlet to Worlds End, via the coastline
to the west of Long Island to the channel to the Coast Guard Station. Note: It is recommended

that the Bay Route be used by multi-engine and float equipped helicopters due to the low altitudes
occasionally imposed.
